Opening times will be clarified by text. It may be necessary to shorten the day ( e.g.10 a.m. until 2.30p.m.) This will give staff that can, the chance to walk to school and be in a position to receive children. Breakfast club and after school clubs may be cancelled. Providing that food supplies have been delivered we will be able to prepare some form of hot meal for those children who require a school dinner. We will inform you of end of day arrangements as the day progresses. This may involve collecting your child/ren early (e.g. 2.30 p.m.) to allow staff the time to walk home safely in daylight.

We cannot guarantee that pathways into school will be clear or safe so please take great care when walking on the school site. Please avoid driving whenever possible and in particular up Portacre Rise and along Upper Chestnut Drive. Please use your own best judgment as to whether it is safe for you and your children to attempt to come to school. For your child’s comfort please consider sending in a change of footwear/socks/tights. We do request that you still inform us of any absences from school.

In the event that there is bad weather when the school is in session, parents/carers will be informed by text message of their responsibility to collect their child/ren promptly at the agreed time. Please ensure you have your own back-up plan to support our emergency procedures so that school staff can make their way home safely - we cannot look after children indefinitely when the weather is bad.
